We will participate in the race with 3 riders and will announce the remaining 

one on the Suzuki website as soon as the details are decided.  

 

With the same objective as the last year, Suzuki aims to achieve both 

environmental load reduction and performance at a higher level to accelerate 

the development of environmental performance technologies through actual 

riding under severe conditions in endurance races. By verifying valuable data 

obtained through race activities, Suzuki will promote technical feedback for 

future products.
